From the south: Take I-75 north from Gainesville and take the High Springs/Alachua exit towards High Springs.  Take a left at the light at High Springs, onto route 41 heading south (it is also Route 27 and 45).  Go through town and in about another half-mile you will see a sign for Poe, Ginnie and Blue Springs just before State Rd 340.  Take a right on SR 340 just beyond the sign (the road is also called Poe Springs Road).  The entrance to Poe Springs Park is about two miles down this road on the right hand side.  Once in the Park follow the signs for the Multipurpose Lodge.

From the north: Take the Route 236 exit from I-75 to get to the center of High Springs, where it merges with routes 41, 27 and 45.  Go south through town and in about another half-mile you will see a sign for Poe, Ginnie and Blue Springs just before State Rd 340.  Take a right on SR 340 just beyond the sign (the road is also called Poe Springs Road).  The entrance to Poe Springs Park is about two miles down this road on the right hand side.  Once in the Park follow the signs for the Multipurpose Lodge.  

If you are feeling more adventurous you can pick up route 27 anywhere between Tallahassee and High Springs and follow it either right to High Springs, or head south at Fort White on route 47 and you will find route 340 about 3 miles south of the Santa Fe River bridge.  Take a left (heading east) on 340 and cross into Alachua County.  The park entrance will be on your left.
